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Class Concept 
Work in this class involves the operation of steam boilers for heating purposes. Employees serve as shift 
boiler operators in steam plants that vary in size and complexity.  Duties include starting and shutting 
down boilers, monitoring various operational readings and making necessary adjustments to maintain 
optional efficiency, performing water tests and adding chemicals to water as necessary, performing 
routine boiler maintenance and assisting in more complex maintenance jobs. Work is performed under 
the general supervision of a Steam Plant Supervisor in a smaller plant and under the supervision of a 
Boiler Shift Supervisor in a larger plant.
